Student Art Internship


The Art Internship Program is offering a Fall opportunity for up to 20 high school Seniors to work, after school, alongside self-employed artists at their studios; likely sites include pottery, textile, stained glass, sculpture, painting and photography. This program is designed to give students an understanding of what is required in operating an art-based business, and also for them to be given the opportunity to complete a project. Student selection is based on talent and motivation to participate in an arts internship. They will be placed according to interest. Final placement will be made upon approval of artist. Students are responsible for their own transportation.
The Art Internship Program includes the following:

Required:

1) On Sept. 17, 20, 21, 23, 34, 27, 2010 interviews will be conducted at the Cape Cod Museum of Art. Interviews are part of the application process. I will call you for an appointment.

2) Workshop on Friday Oct. 1, 2010, 3:00-5:00 p.m. at Cape Cod Museum of Art. 
3) Job shadowing/ Interview with the artist/mentor for 1-2 hours during the weeks of Oct. 4-22, 2010. Internship may begin as soon as this is completed.

4) The internship will last eight (8) weeks, beginning October 25- December 17, 2010. 

5) All students are required to attend Portfolio Day October 16, 2010 beginning at 11:30 a.m.

6) The student will spend a minimum of five hours per week working with the artist.

7) The student will complete a project with the guidance of the artist for his/her portfolio. The   project will be decided upon between the student and the artist.

8) Students will be expected to help their artist complete their own work.

9) An exhibit and celebration of students’ work to be held May 12th 2011, at the Cape Cod Museum of Art in Dennis. The reception will be for family, artists, program participants, friends, teachers and school staff.  

10) Some schools are able to give credit for this. Check with your guidance counselor.
11) Wrap-up meeting Dec. 20, 2010 at 3:30 at the Cape Cod Museum of Art. How to make sure your artwork is ready to be hung in a museum! All projects need to be completed & a digital photo as an attachment must be emailed to me at education @ccmoa.org no later than Jan. 10, 2011. I do not want to have to remind you!
Applications are available from the Art Department and the School to Careers Coordinator at the high school. Applications must be returned to the SCHOOL TO CAREERS COORDINATOR or ART TEACHER by Friday Sept. 17, 2010. An interview is part of the application.
