High School Art Teacher Information


In our fourteenth year, the Art Internship Program is offering opportunities for 20 high school Seniors to work, after school, alongside self-employed artists and artisans at their studios; likely sites include pottery, textile, stained glass and painting studios. A winter/ spring program is offered and designed for Juniors. The Art Internship program is designed to give students an understanding of what is required in operating an art-based business, and also for them to be given the opportunity to complete a project for their portfolio. Student selection is based on talent and his/her motivation to participate in an art internship experience. They will be placed according to interest. Final placement will be made upon approval of artist.


The Art Internship Program includes the following:

· A student workshop will be held at Cape Cod Museum of Art, Fri. Oct.1, 2010. Students will be given information regarding their internships as well as resume and job readiness skills. 
· Program begins, Oct. 4, 2010 with job shadowing and interview. 
· The internship begins October 25-December 17, 2010.
· All students are required to attend Portfolio Day October 16, 2010 from 11:30-2:30 at the Cape Cod Museum of Art.
· On the application form, students are required to write an essay on their expectations of the internship. All students must have a recommendation from their teacher (preferably from an art teacher). Please make sure that the student’s SASID number is on the recommendation page. Applications are due by September 17, 2010.

· An Interview will be part of the application process, September 17, 20, 21, 23, 24 and if necessary 27, 2010. I will be contacting each of the students to set this up. The interviews will be conducted at the Cape Cod Museum of Art.
· Schools are asked to give students credit for this activity, if possible.

· Celebration and exhibit of students’ projects will be held May 12th, 2011 at the Cape Cod Museum of Art. All parties involved are welcome to attend.
